HOW TO VOLUNTEER FOR PARC

Pick-a-Pooch Volunteer
Saturday Mornings or by Arrangement.

Contact Janice Plummer (806-781-6766)
· Walk your pooch (Leashes hanging in the main building). Please keep dogs inside

the fence until you are totally comfortable taking them out. ALWAYS WATCH

FOR SNAKES. We are in snake territory, so watch were you and the dog step.
· Play with pooch. There are lots of balls and toys at the shelter or you can bring

your own.
· Sit with pooch. Sometimes the dogs may just want to sit with you get petted.

· Groom your pooch: cleaning, brushing, bathing and dental care.  Regular volunteers do not have time to brushing, combing or bathing the dogs.
· Give your pooch water (if your pooch needs more water, there is a water faucet

and hose across from the main building). All the dogs are fed and watered twice a day and don’t need to be given food more often, but they often spill their water.. You can give them treats while you are there. We have some or you can bring your own.

· Recommended clothing -- pants, tennis shoes, boots. Sandals are not

recommended.

· You can bring food and drinks to the shelter for you and the dogs, just be sure

and pick up any trash

· Be sure and report any odd behavior or injuries to you or the dog

· Volunteer release form must be on file before you can begin working with the

dogs.

Post Animal Rescue Center Volunteers
Saturday Mornings in Post, 8:00 to 10:00 am. 

Just come to the Shelter (you may want to call first) times and projects may vary.
(A lot of the info can be the same as Pick-A-Pooch. Just add a few more items. If people want to volunteer, they should be prepared to help where needed. That's the whole point of volunteering at a dog rescue. We realize not everyone feels that way, but we don't think you are expecting too much to have them pick up. There is a lot to be done. The more every volunteer does, the better the dogs and center will be. )
How You Can Help
(Pick a task or two)

· Check to see that all dogs have fresh water and food (if a dog needs more water,

there is a water spicket and hose across from the main building. The dogs are

fed twice a day and don’t need extra food. Treats are allowed at any time.

· Check to see if dogs have at least one toy and a blanket to lie on.

· Check to see if dog pens need to be cleaned (dirt and old food swept up), pick up any dog droppings and discard in white buckets throughout the center grounds (a grocery bag should line the white bucket first)

· Take dogs for a walk on leash

· Wash dog bowls and refill with water and/or food if necessary.

· Play with the dogs.
· Special Projects
· Occasionally, volunteers can help with or initiate special projects. This could be such things as building new pens, new construction, major repairs to buildings or pens, creating art or decorations, landscaping.
Good to Know
· Leashes (Hanging in the main building)

· Recommended clothing -- pants, tennis shoes, boots. Sandals not recommended.

· If you bring in food or drinks for you or the dogs, be sure to pick up the trash.

· Keep the dogs inside the fence until you are totally comfortable with them.

· ALWAYS WATCH FOR SNAKES.

· Volunteer Release form must be signed before working with the dogs

· Please report any accidents, injuries or odd behavior (from the dogs or other volunteers). NOT SURE ABOUT THIS? HAHA
